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How Do I Participate?

Bring your vehicle fo Merced College on April 21, 2007. Initial emission tests will be conducted in

seconds with smog testing devices. If necessary, you will proceed to the diagnostic station on-site,
and data collected from the tests will be analyzed and a report will be printed for your records.

What Happens If My Car Does Not Pass?

If your vehicle does not pass the smog test, Valley CAN and ATTE will give you a coupon for repairs
at a local certified smog shop. No paperwork, No reporting, No government entities are involved or
will be contacted. The coupon only can be used for smog diagnostic testing or repair work.

You also may qualify o participate in the Bureau of Automotive Repair's (BAR) Consumer Assistance
program (CAP). BAR may pay for up to $500 in emissions related repairs to qualified motorists, or
in exchange for your polluting vehicle you will receive $1,000! An application can be filled out on-
site, or you can bring your completed CAP application to Merced College that day.

Valley CAN is a private, non-profit organization that helps clean our air by promoting real-world
solutions fo our air quality problem. High polluting vehicles are a major source of air pollution in the
San Joaquin Valley. Properly maintaining your vehicle's emissions is important, and Valley CAN
realizes that many people have little time to inspect their vehicle's smog levels - which is why Valley
CAN has developed its Tune In & Tune Up smog program.
