A. Registration can be done online following the application and enrollment process  
described on page 10.

Q. What if I don’t have or have forgotten my social security number?
A. We don’t require that you provide a social security number. 

Q. What happens if I cannot make it to the first day of class? 
A. Most noncredit classes are open enrollment. If you miss the first class meeting, be 
sure to attend the next one. However, we strongly recommend that you attend the first 
class meeting as classes may be cancelled due to insufficient enrollment. 

Q. How do I know what classes are being offered?
A. This Schedule of Classes provides information of our courses that are current as of the 
day the schedule was printed.

Q. Will I get a letter grade?
A. No. However, some noncredit courses do offer certificates of completion or certificates 
of competency in specific programs. 

Q. Can I repeat the same noncredit class?
A. Yes. You may repeat a noncredit class as many times as you need.

Q. Do I have to pay for parking?
A. Parking permits are required for classes held at the Main Merced College campus and 
the Los Banos campus. Daily permits can be purchased from parking permit dispensers 
located throughout campus for $2.00. Semester parking permits are sold too for $30.00 
(Fall/Spring) and $15.00 for Summer.
